




 
What is CSA (Catholic Sharing Appeal)? 

 
Why does Resurrection need your help? 

 
As Catholics, we enjoy the benefits of being part of a Diocese that provides services and support for our 
parishes and communities that would be difficult for us to provide on our own. Some examples are the 
training of seminarians, Catholic Charities, campus youth ministry, prison ministry, safe environment,   
education programs and guidance.  These programs and Diocesan administrative services are funded by 
our CSA contributions – Catholic Sharing Appeal. 
 
The Catholic Sharing Appeal was instituted when the Diocese of Pensacola-Tallahassee was formed in 
1975.  Established without many reserves of its own, the diocese and parishes relied upon this vital funding 
source to carry on essential operations to survive as a local Church.  Today, CSA continues to be used to 
allocate funds at the diocesan level for expenses that extend past the parish for regional responsibilities.  
Some of these ministries attend to needs beyond the scope of individual parishes and some exist for the 
sole purpose of assisting parishes in their mission to teach, evangelize and provide good liturgical             
experiences.  CSA sets aside a time which offers us an opportunity to renew (rededicate) ourselves to  
stewardship through involvement in our parish and diocesan communities.  
 
We need your help.  Every year, the Diocese assesses each Parish their share of the Catholic  Sharing 
Appeal.  This assessment is shared equally by the Parish and the Parishioners.  Our goal for 2016 is 
$171,170 – one half to be paid by the Parish directly (we make a monthly payment) and one half to 
be paid by parishioner direct support.  If the parishioner direct support goal is not met, the Parish 
has to directly make up the difference.  As of today, we are $30,000 behind on our goal for the       
Parishioner direct support.  We are very blessed.  Our Parishioners have been so generous in their 
ongoing support of the Parish and our Legacy of Faith capital campaign.  If you are able to help 
with this commitment, it would be most appreciated.  There are CSA envelopes in the Gathering 
Space or just write “CSA” in the Memo on your check to Resurrection and drop in the 2nd collection.

ANXIETY GROUP 

Catholic Charities of Northwest Florida is hosting a group for those 
suffering with anxiety.  This is an excellent opportunity to learn more 

about anxiety, healthy ways to cope, and to realize you’re not alone. We 
discuss identifying and challenging thoughts/self-talk that lead to  

anxiety, and review relaxation, exposure, and mindfulness techniques. 
We discuss applying this to a variety of anxiety disorders, such as Panic 
Disorder, Social Anxiety, OCD, and Generalized Anxiety Disorder. This 
is 12 week program in which tools and skills are developed to manage 
anxiety. The 12 weeks are divided into 3 modules of 4 weeks each, and 
the program is ongoing. New people can join at the start of any module 

(if there is space), so that after  12 weeks, all topics are covered. 
The group meets Mondays from 2:00 PM to 3:30 PM at Catholic  

Charities NWFL, Fort Walton Beach office. There is availability for 10 
people and the cost is $15.00 per group. For any questions or to join the

Memorial Book of the Dead 
We remember and pray for our deceased family and friends during Mass.  One of our traditions at  
Resurrection is to enter their names in the Memorial Book of the Dead, which is placed by the baptismal 
font for the entire month of November.  Throughout this month each person is remembered in a special 
prayer by the celebrant at Mass.  This is a perpetual entry, as the book is used each year for memorial 
prayers, so names need to be entered only once.  

 

Ignatian Prayer Workshop

There are as many ways to pray as there are people who pray.  The Ignatian ways of prayer are designed to help 
the individual be aptly disposed for an encounter with God, to bring order to one's life, to deepen one's knowledge 

of the Lord, so one may  make choices according to the spirit of the Gospel. 
This Ignatian Prayer Workshop is designed to explain the different ways Ignatius taught his disciples to pray:  

Examen, points, meditation and contemplation.   The workshop is not intended to convey mere information and/or concepts, but to 
help one listen to the Spirit within, to God speaking in the Scripture, in one’s heart, in one’s life, to help one find God in all things.   

The presenter is Fr. Wafik Nasry, SJ. He is an Egyptian born Coptic Catholic Jesuit priest of the California Province of the Society of 
Jesus. His early education was in Egypt, then in the United States and Europe. Father Nasry has exercised his priestly ministry in the 

Middle East, the United States and Europe.  As a Jesuit with first-hand knowledge and experience of Catholic living and Ignatian 
Spirituality, he has directed many retreats in various parts of the world. 

Father Nasry is currently on the faculty of the Pontifical Oriental Institute, the premier center for the study of Eastern Christianity in 
Rome, Italy, where he is Professor of Theology, Arab-Christian Heritage, Islam and Inter-religious Dialogue.
