TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
When Catholicism encounters a culture, it tends to approach the culture with a measure of 
respect for its key customs, especially those touching family life. Around the world, these long
-established customs are often received into the liturgy, sometimes with a new level of inter-
pretation. From Old Mexico, the custom of the lasso ("cord") has migrated across borders, and 
is now firmly established in the marriage liturgy of Spanish-speaking Catholics in the United 
States. It's a large cord, sometimes resembling rosary beads, looped around the necks of the 
newlyweds in a figure-eight shape. It is a great honor for a person, normally a godparent or 
close relative, to place the lasso around the shoulders of the couple, groom first. The lasso, a 
symbol of profound unity, remains in place throughout the liturgy until removed, usually by 
the priest. The bride keeps the lasso as a memento of the day, a sign of her ties of love to her 
husband in heart and home. The tender ministry of the godparent in this ceremony clearly 
links this sacrament of vocation with baptism. It's not unusual to see the lasso made of fragrant 
orange blossoms, harking back to very ancient pre-Christian rituals seeking the blessings of 
fertility and happiness. --Rev. James Field, Copyright (c) J. S. Paluch Co.
